We would like members to pay special
attention to the following points:

Entrance

Wembley Stadium conducts a very strict entry
code. Members will be required to go through
security checks similar to those at airports
and as the Stadium is spread over a vast
area, entering the hall will take some time.
We urge all members to arrive by 9.30 am
and therefore have ample time to make their
way to the Great Hall and settle into the
surroundings.

The Mahotsav Invite is enclosed along with
special entry tickets for each person. These
tickets will need to be presented in order to
gain entry. Failure to produce these entry
tickets may result in members being refused
entry into the Stadium, therefore please
ensure you do not forget them.

Food and Drink

Wembley Stadium Security has advised us
that Food and Drink are strictly prohibited to
be taken into the Great Hall. Baby food and
milk will be allowed. Refreshments and
snacks are available during lunch and dinner
intervals.

Parking

Enclosed find a car parking ticket for the RED
CAR PARK, which is located just off the
Royal Route. To restrict the amount of
vehicles the Committee expects each vehicle
to accommodate 5 family members where
possible. We request those families with 6-7
members to pool together with other families
who may have space in their vehicles. This
will enable us to maximise the car parking
allowance and help reduce costs, so please
try to co-operate with us in this matter.
